ABOUT THE PRESCHOOL

Jellitots is an independently run preschool which was 
given a grading of ‘good’ during the last Ofsted 
inspection in 2018. Located in the beautiful grounds of 
The Old Pavilion off Pound Lane, there is access to 
ample off-street parking.


The preschool provides a varied and entertaining 
programme of activities each day in a safe and 
stimulating environment, fulfilling the needs of each 
individual child.


The preschool is registered for up to 24 children each 
day with a staffing ratio of 1:4 for 

children aged 2yrs and 1:8 for 
children aged 3yrs and above. It 
is run by two partners who are 
qualified to a level 5 foundation 
degree in Early Years and 
Childcare and also hold 1st aid 

and health and hygiene certificates.

OPENING HOURS AND FEES

Jellitots is open everyday, 9.15a.m.-3.15p.m. term time 
only. 


The cost per hour is £6.50 and fees will be payable 
half termly in advance. Your child will receive Early 
Years Nursery Funding the term after their third 
birthday when they will be entitled to 15 hours of free 
funded sessions. Any additional hours will be charged 
at our hourly rate of £6.50


Two year funding and the 30 hour funding for 3 and 4 
year olds is available to all eligible families.


A varied programme of activities is 
provided each day, including:


• Arts and crafts

• Circle time - group talking, sharing an

  stories

• Music, singing, dance and movement

• Role play

• Learning through play about letters, 
numbers, colours etc.


• Special and topical events

• Outdoor play with climbing frame / ride 
on toys / games etc.


• Sand and water play

• Cookery


The children will be given a snack of fruit, 
vegetables and breads, pitta etc. Drinks 
will be available whenever needed during 
the session.  Children staying for lunch will 
bring their own lunch boxes. The preschool 
follows an equal opportunities policy and 
inclusion policy and will try to 
accommodate all children where possible.


A spare pair of 
wellies / plimsolls 
should be left at 
the preschool as 
we encourage 
children to 
change into their 
outdoor shoes / 

wellingtons when 
playing outside. 
We recommend 
that a named bag 
with spare 

clothes and nappies be left in the 
cloakroom if needed.
